Constantine Primary School is a Primary 

Academy and a member of a Multi-

Academy Trust called The Learning Acade-

my Trust (TLAT). The schools within the 

trust work closely together and also in ge-

ographically convenient hubs. We are part 

of the Cornerstone hub with Mabe School. 

 

Our original building was constructed on 

its present site in 1966 and has been al-

tered in various ways throughout the 

years. We have a beautiful site which is 

well maintained by PFI (Private Funding 

Initiative). 

We are incredibly well supplied with a 

range of modern ICT equipment which all 

children get regular access to. 

The school has a lovely field, an outdoor 

classroom, an outdoor ôLearning Lodgeô , 

an adventure play area and climbing wall, 

a purpose built garden area and green-

house and loads of lovely outdoor areas 

for fun and adventure. Also built on the 

site is the Constantine Pre-school building. 

Although this is a totally separate unit to 

the school, we liaise very closely with the 

Pre-school workers and the pupils are able 

to share our facilities as well as prepare 

and familiarise themselves for entry into 

the primary school.

If your child has a medical, dental or 

other appointment, please give advance 

notice to the school. If the appointment 

is in the morning we will need to know 

whether your child will require a midday 

meal as numbers have to be confirmed 

with the kitchen as soon as possible on 

the day. 

  Absence 

We have by law to keep a record of un-

authorised absence over each school 

year. 

Leave of absence is possible for the fol-

lowing reasons: 

¶ Illness: Please telephone the school 

by 9.15am. If we do not receive a 

call we will contact parents to en-

sure the safety of the child.  

¶ Days set aside for religious holidays 

and national holidays. 

Please do not plan a holiday in term 

time as the school will not approve this 

as an authorised absence. If you have to 

take your child out of school please 

complete a form from the office detail-

ing reasons for absence. You will be sent 

a letter detailing whether the 

Headteacher regards the absence as au-

thorised or unauthorised. Absence will 

only be authorised in exceptional cir-

cumstances.

During school hours, teachers act óin lo-

co parentisô with regard to children in 

their care. In the event of a serious ac-

cident, parents will be notified as soon 

as possible. If a visit to a doctor or cas-

ualty department is considered neces-

sary the school staff will put this into 

operation immediately and inform you 

as soon as possible. If your child re-

ceives a minor head injury, you will re-

ceive a letter outlining this fact. 

Parents are asked to keep children at 

home if they are unwell and for 48 

hours following a bout of sickness or di-

arrhoea. If any child becomes unwell 

during the school day contact will be 

made with parents. You are asked to 

provide the name and telephone num-

bers of a least one other person who will 

take responsibility for your child if you 

are unavailable.  Please keep this infor-

mation up to date in case we need to 

contact you in an emergency. 

  Accidents or Sickness 

Constantine Primary School is proud to 

be able to offer Foundation Stage edu-

cation for children starting in the Sep-

tember following their  fourth birthday. 

Constantine School can accept pupils at 

any stage of their primary education 

provided we do not exceed our Planned 

Admissions Number for that year group. 

All pupils will be admitted via the Local 

Authority Admissions Department.

first year of the childrenôs education 

¶ End of Key Stage tasks/tests (SATs) 

¶ Informal continuous assessments by 

class teachers 

¶ Termly formative assessments 

against the year group expectations. 

¶ Assessment of children on entry to 

our school if they enter after the 

Foundation Stage 

 
We track childrenôs progress using indi-

vidual progress trackers and also com-

pare our schoolôs results with schools 

from similar backgrounds, schools in 

Cornwall and nationally to ensure that 

our pupils are making at least good pro-

gress. We have high expectations and 

will use intervention strategies if extra 

help is needed. 

  After School Activities 

In the morning the children may come in 

from 8.45. They go straight to class and 

read or do early work until the bell rings 

at 8.55 when registration takes place. Key 

Stage 1 go to the right of the building by 

Pre-School and Key Stage 2 go through 

the gate on the left by the cycle racks. 

Every morning Wake and Shake activities 

in the hall are open to all from 8.45 to 

8.55. Please ensure your child does not 

arrive before 8.45 unless they are booked 

into early morning  club.   
The school has bicycle racks and scooter 

pods for children who want to cycle or 

scoot to school. High viz bands can be ob-

tained from the office. Cycle helmets must 

be worn on bicycles. 

If you wish your child to walk home  unac-

companied please provide a note of au-

thorisation.   

 

 

 

  Start of the day 

  Assessment 

The school offers at different times dur-

ing the year a wide range of after-school 

clubs including running, arts/crafts,  

football, music, netball, surfing, garden-

ing, roller skating, ICT, choir, orchestra, 

rock club, samba, cookery, sailing and 

eco club. Children who elect to attend a 

club are expected to make a regular 

commitment for a term and to bring a 

note if they are unable to attend. Some 

clubs are free, others have a fee. 



   

 

A. Visits wholly or mainly during 
school hours. 
 
Voluntary contributions toward the costs 

of these visits will be invited from par-

ents. No child will be discriminated 

against should a contribution not be 

forthcoming. The school have the right 

to cancel an activity if voluntary contri-

butions are insufficient to cover the 

costs. Please see the Headteacher in 

confidence if you are unable to pay for 

any specific visit or school trip. Children 

pay for trips using the school bank 

which opens every Tuesday at 8:45am 

B. Visits wholly or mainly outside 
school hours. 
 
It is the  intention to charge the full cost 

of visits which take place wholly or 

mainly outside school hours, but which 

are not provided in order to fulfil statu-

tory duties relating to the curriculum. 

The cost can include transport insur-

ance, admission charges and meals. 

C. Board and lodging charges on 
residential trips 
 
It is the intention to charge the full cost 

of board and lodging on residential trips. 

If parents are in receipt of Income Sup-

port or Working Tax Credit they should 

approach the Headteacher in confidence 

to see whether any reduction can be 

made and costs contributed from the 

school budget.  

 Attendance Charging and Admissions Policy 

It is essential that good attendance is 

established in order that your child will 

progress and benefit from the curricu-

lum. Your co-operation in seeing that 

your child is at school on time each 

morning, equipped for the day is most 

important. Children who are late should 

report to the office on entering school, 

to enable the register to be updated and 

a record kept that the pupil is now in 

school.  A copy of our attendance policy 

is on our website.
