Botswana is the 47th largest 
country in world, at 600,370km 
squared. 

Amazingly, 70% of Botswana is 
covered in the Kalahari desert. 
In the Kalahari desert small 
trees, bushes, grasses and herbs 
can grow, this is because it is 
known as a semi-desert.  The  
sand in the desert is brown, red 
or white. Dunes run north to 
south, or northwest to 
southwest, depending on which 
way the wind is blowing.

In northwest Botswana , 
the Okavango River 
empties into a  swamp.  
The area was once an 
ancient lake , which has 
now all dried up.

There are three national parks 
and five game reserves in 
Botswana-17% of the country is 
parks and reserves. The majority 
of land is grassland called 
Savannah.
